‘“That being the case, it seemed
important to recognize the really
worth while and distinctive gifts to
our American culture of the differ-
ent races that have constituted our
population. We are planning to do
this in the fair in various ways.
One obvious way is the choice of
subjects for the decorative sculp- .
ture and murals of the fair build-'
ings and grounds and the selection
of artists to execute them.”

Asked yesterday about her career,
Miss Savage said:

‘““Well, to begin with, I was born
at Green Cover Springs, IFla. Art
interested me in my childhood, of
course, and I used to hope I'd be a
sculptor some day. When I came
to New York in 1920 I was so de-:
termined to be one that I studied at
Cooper Union for three years with .
George Brewster.

‘““‘T don’'t know how good I was,
but eventually I did the head of a
colored boy which I called ‘Gamin’
and it won for me the Julius Rosen-
wald Scholarship, so that I went to
| Paris for two and a half vears.
There I studied with F'elix Beune-
| teau and at the Grand Chaumiere.
Also I had eight months of travel |
study in France, Belgium and Ger-
many, through the aid of the Car-
negie Foundation.

‘I have exhibited at the Salon
d’Automne and the Société des
Artistes Francais Beaux Arts in
Paris, at the Anderson Gallerieg in
New York, at the National Asso-
ciation of Women Painters and
Sculptors, and the Architectural
League. Just now I am director of
the Harlem Community Art Cen-
ter.”
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
